Good News On a Paper Route

Once upon a time - when we lived where houses were in walk-
ing distance - my four boys delivered papers. Each Wednesday,
they’d fold and load their burden in carrier bags and I’d drop them
off at four different routes.

I’1l never forget the determination on the face of my eight-
year-old, Zach, staggering beneath the weight of his bag. His route
served two blocks of mostly retired people, who anxiously awaited
their weekly paper. No doubt in his mind that a paper route was a
worthy endeavor! When I picked him up, no matter how exhausted,
he glowed.

On the other side was collections, which required much
perseverance — also a little extra ooomph on winter nights, with
Jack Frost nipping at our noses.

On one such night, [ packed the boys in the van after dinner
and we headed out to collect. Heater blasting, we wound our way
to Ben’s first address and I turned off the ignition. The porch light
was on, assuring us Ben would not stumble in the dark. But it also
illuminated a radiant smile spreading over my son’s face.

“The nicest people in the world,” Ben said, before he stepped out
into the cold. A few minutes later Ben returned — dimples still
flashing.

We drove up four doors and I turned off the engine, Ben beamed
again. “The nicest people in the world!” he said.

“I thought the first house was the nicest people in the world,” |
said.

“Yeah, but these people are too,” Ben said, sincere as sunshine.
Another big smile, another big tip.

We replayed this scene again and again. Soon Ben’s brothers and
I forgot the cold, warmed by Ben’s infectious love of the people
he served. Soon we were all chanting, “The nicest people in the
world,” in front of each customer’s house.

Years after my boys delivered their last newspapers, “The Nicest
People in the World” is still part of our family’s idiom - a reminder
of the gladness of heart when we forget ourselves and think more
highly of those we serve.

There is a Scriptural precedent for this, of course. That was
what God continued to teach the young mother who happened to be
driving the car that night. Ben’s radiant outlook challenged me as it
painted a picture of serving with gladness.

Jesus was the truest servant. When I think of the love he lavished

on those ordinary people so devalued by those with spiritual houses
so in order, when I think of him kneeling before his disciples to
wash their dirty feet, I see a dazzling smile on his face - not loving
because he had to, but because he couldn’t help himself.
So many things I learned on my sons’ paper routes. Most of all to
keep a careful watch. God uses the things of our everyday lives to
give us glimpses of His love. For moms like me, children keep the
lessons lively. The life of Jesus brings good news.
